Lesson Plan 2 For Uprep Comix 45 minutes-10-12 students. 

1. Warm-up Activity:10 min-Jam sign-in? (Any suggestions?) 2. What are comics to you? 15 min. (can also include slides of different kinds of comics, heiroglyphics, cave paintings, one panels, jams, etc.) 3. Basic Comic Book terminology 5 min. 4. Activity/Assignment: Single Panel comic assignment. (as per dw-wp) Can be completed during the Workshop time on Thursday.

1. Re-pass out revised syllabus- 
2. Warm-up Activity- Jam Sign in- 5 min. 
	Students will be passed out large sheet of paper. Students can sit around 	adding text and images to the jam. Students can sign off on the jam. Explain 	that this is how attendance will be taken, and that they must add to the jam to be accounted for.  Materials: Pencils, pens, erasers.  Enough for 12 students. 

3. 15 minutes powerpoint- What are comics to you? 
		Ask students first what they feel is the definition of a comic book. 	What does a comic book need to be considered a comic? Then provide slides for various styles and forms of comics and ask students if they fit students definitions. The goal of the lecture is to have students think about what special elements are in a comic. 

	Part 2: Basic comic book terminology: 

Have the posters from the book and see if students can fill in the blanks. Go over and explain missing terms. 

	Part 3: Keys to comics: Motion.  10 minutes. 
Activity 1: 5 drawings. 

1. person running
2. car speeding
3. ball falling
4. person staggering
5. newspaper blowing in the wind. 
4. Single panel comic assignment. Students will draw three scenarios. 10 minutes:

1. Scenario 1- A ball crashes through a window into a kitchen and rips through the newspaper of a person sitting in the room. The person reacts to the window breaking. Optional: A dog catches the ball in mid-air after it comes through the newspaper. 
Scenario 2-3. Pass out a slip of paper for students to write a 1 panel comics scenario. (Give 2-3 minutes to make) Collect slips of paper and then redistribute.  Repeat this action twice so that students have two scenarios each. 
2. Scenario 2: Student suggestions.
3. Scenario 3: Student Suggestions. 

Materials: White paper to draw on, a straight edge, and a pencil. 

Instructions: Draw boxes on three separate sheets of paper 4”x6” then draw each scenario.
